The arms race (security due to difference in strength)
Immoral and illegal weapons of mass destruction

* Global cooperation, i.e. supra-national
governance with world wide legislation,
jurisprudence and executive powers can
remove the causes of insecurity and offer

security for all

with minor changes

 Make major changes in the structure of the UN

needed global executive power

* Abolish nuclear, chemical and biological weapons
when security is credibly guaranteed by enforceable
global law



Conclusion

Stick based security today is immoral, illegal,
and unrealistic as there is no defence against
weapons of mass destruction

Cooperation based security is possible with
some changes to existing global institutions

Security based on enforceable global law
makes the abolition of nuclear weapons
feasible
